Mrs. Daltorio’s Class Rules
1. Be on time.

2. Limit your use of the hall pass.  When you do need to use the hall pass, be sure to take the pass, sign your name, time leaving and destination. When you return to class, be sure to sign back in. DO NOT TAKE THE PASS WITHOUT TELLING ME!
3. There will be no cell phone use in class. Cell phones will be taken from you and turned into the office. 

4. You should stay in your seat at all times unless we are working on a project and are permitted to move about the room. DO NOT SIT ON THE COUNTER.

5. Remain seated until the bell rings. I will dismiss you from class. DO NOT LINE UP AT THE DOOR! If you do line up the door, you will be the last person to leave class.
Class work 

· You are expected to have assignments completed at the beginning of class. 
· If you turn in late work, you will only receive ½ credit for the work.
· If you are absent the day work is due, it is due the first day of your return. 

· If you are absent when an assignment is given, you are responsible to get your assignment upon your return. Assignments will be posted in a designated area of the classroom. 
· If you know you’re going to be absent, make arrangements ahead of time so you don’t fall behind. 

Grading

· The grade scale is: 100-90=A; 89-80=B; 79-70=C; 69-60=D; 59-0=F.
· I grade on a total point system. Each assignment is given a point value; all assignments are totaled for an overall point value for a 9 week period. Your percentage will be based on acquired points divided by possible points. Example: You earn 450 out of a possible 500 points OR 450/500. Divide the smaller number by the larger number and multiply by 100. You get a 90%. All work, including homework, participation, group projects, tests, and papers contributes to your total points. Consider each assignment valuable.

· Papers will be graded based on the PA Rubric for focus, content, organization, style and conventions. All papers are expected to be typed in standard written English with special attention to spelling, punctuation, sentence completeness, and other grammatical conventions.
